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After students have walked around and read all the tombstones, they sit with their tombstone and I 

hand out the category sheet below.  One by one, they stand up and present the person and give a short summary of why they were important.

I then ask them to categorize the person and point out that some people can fit into more than one

category.  I ask them to choose only one and that is where we all put that person. 

I follow this up with a crossword puzzle (which I've prepared ahead of time) for homework and, a 

few days later, a matching test on the people and why they were famous as well as a section 

putting them into the proper category.
